NEIS participants are paid NEIS Allowance each fortnight for up to 52 weeks. This is adjusted
twice each year (normally in March and September) in line with DFCS rate increases.

Note: Applicants who are selected to undertake the small business management training are NOT
      AUTOMATICALLY guaranteed NEIS Allowance. During the training you will receive help
      to develop a business plan which is assessed by a NEIS Advisory Committee. If the plan is
      assessed as commercially viable then you may be offered NEIS Allowance, subject to the
      availability of funds.
